Angus enthusiasts led 304 entries at the 2010 National Western
Stock Show (NWSS) Super-Point Roll of Victory (ROV) &
National Angus Show Jan. 13-16 in Denver, Colo. Judge Brian
Barragree, Absarokee, Mont., and associate judge Troy
Thomas, Harrold, S.D., evaluated the 235 females, 65 bulls
and four cow-calf pairs before selecting champions.

Dameron First Class claimed the grand champion bull title
after first topping the junior division. Express Angus
Ranches, Yukon, Okla., and Dameron Angus Farm,
Lexington, IIL., own the April 2008 son of EXG RS First Rate
5903 R3.

Justamere Ranch Ltd., Lloydminster, Sask., Canada;
Trendsetter Genetics, Stillwater, Okla.; and C.H. Long, Sayre,
OKla., own the reserve grand champion bull. Justamere 406S
Panamajack 336U is a January 2008 son of Justamere 253
Bada Bing 406S and first won reserve junior champion.
